Infantryman Combat Badge (I.C.B.)

Can only be worn by Infantrymen, Commandos or attached troops who were engaged in operational duties.

Description:  The badge finished in bronze, is in the form of a bayonet surrounded by a laurel wreath. It is approx. 28mm wide and fixed to the uniform by means of pins and clutch grips.

My letter printed on a page with the 2/2nd Commando Assoc. letterhead, dated the 30th September 2002 addressed to the office of the Minister for Veteran Affairs, the Hon. Danna Vale concerning the Infantry Combat Badge (I.C.B.) for service during World War II.

The Hon. Danna Vale has asked the Minister Assisting the Minister for Defence to respond on her behalf.

His letter dated 13th Dec. 2002 mentioned that the award is effective from 1st July 1950 for prescribed units during the following operations only.
