Stanley embarked for Timor on 6 Jun 1941 as part of the advance party for “SPARROW FORCE” as the Australian Army Service Corps Sergeant, in charge of all stores for the Timor operations. He was promoted to Lieutenant on 22 Aug 1941.

He was wounded during one of the Japanese Air Raids and was in hospital when they landed. He joined the unit on Timor, after the fall of Koepang, approx March 1942. He was in charge of all stores arriving from Australia.

There is no date of him leaving the unit, as some of the embarkation rolls from Timor are missing.

Stanley was promoted to Captain on 23 May 1944 and discharged on 18 Mar 1947.
